Approval — Leasing of Township Vehicles: Mr. Kerr summarized the possibility of transitioning
the purchase of future fleet vehicles (Admin, Public Works Dept., and Police) into a lease
agreement with Enterprise Leasing instead of an outright purchase. Ms. DiPrete further clarified
that under the leasing option, the Township would experience a savings of approximately
$523.549 over a ten-year period, provide a lower average age of the fleet, a reduction in
operating costs, and provide a more manageable vehicle budget. Mr. Hassan indicated that
Pennoni Associates uses Enterprise Leasing for leasing their vehicles. Mr. McCloskey expressed
general concerns of the leasing option and stressed the desire to purchase vehicles from local
Limerick auto dealers. Ms. Shuler inquired about maintenance of the leased vehicles, financial
impact of assets for the Township. and other Police Departments that use the service. Mr.
Sperring expressed his desire to speak to an Enterprise Leasing representative. Mr. Morroney
inquired about the base car packages for Police vehicles. Discussion ensued and it was the
consensus of the Board to not take action but invite an Enterprise Leasing Representative to
attend an upcoming meeting for further discussion.
