CANCELLATION/REFUND POLICY 
We know that plans can change, but LTP&R makes 
commitments to summer staff and entertainment venues 
based upon registration numbers. We urge you to 
consider these policies when registering for LTP&R’s 
Summer Shamrock Camps. 
 

• Cancellation before 4 pm on Friday, May 28th results 
in a full refund minus a $10 administrative fee per 
child per week.  

• Cancellation after May 28th and until 4 pm on 
Monday, June 14th results in a 50% refund minus a 
$10 administrative fee per child per week 

• Refund for cancellation after 4 pm on Monday, June 
14th is not guaranteed. Requests are handled on a 
case-by-case basis and are dependent upon overall 
registration numbers. Refunds will be at the 
discretion of the LTP&R Department Staff.

CAMP CHECK-IN/CHECK-OUT SAFETY 
So that we know they are on site, children check-in daily at 
the camp’s entry designated area. Please plan for your 
child’s arrival no earlier than 5 minutes before the opening 
of the site. Children will check-out and be dismissed at the 
camp’s appropriate times. If carpooling, children should be 
picked up no later than end time. Notes signed by the 
parent/guardian and given to the Camp Site Supervisor are 
required should your child be traveling home at other than 
the usual time or by other means. Always seek out a Site 
Supervisor to sign your child in or out if they arrive or leave 
at odd times. Please have ID available so staff can easily 
identify parents.
