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further detailed that the bike lanes would be installed west of Township Line Road ending at the
Village due to limited shoulder area and on-street parking. Discussion ensued regarding liability
and responsibility of maintenance. Mr. Edmunds clarified that the Township would only be
responsible for refreshing the paint/signage within the bike lanes and the installation of the bike
lanes would not increase the Township’s liabilitv. Ms. Shuler expressed her favor of how a bike
lane also acts as a traffic-calming measure. Mr. Neafcy inquired if the bike lanes would extend
up Swamp Pike. Mr. Edmunds highlighted the current MontCo. Pikes survey and indicated that
the Montgomery County Planning Commission is currently analyzing the possibility of bike
lanes along Swamp Pike. Discussion concluded regarding extending the proposed bike lanes past
the Village to the area around the Copperfield Inn restaurant. The Board expressed their support
and asked that the bike lanes be extended past the Village, if possible.

Linda Irwin (909 Redrock Circle) inquired of where she can find the MontCo. Pikes survey. She
was informed that a link for the survey is available on the Township’s website.

Motion was made by Mr. Neafcy, and seconded by Mr. Sperring, to approve the bike lanes
along Ridge Pike, as proposed by the Montgomery County Planning Commission. Motion passed
unanimously.

New Business

Approval — Proclamation of April as “Pennsvlvania 811 Safe Digging Month™:

Motion was made by Mr. Sperring, and seconded by Mr. Neafcy, to approve the Proclamation
Acknowledging April, 2021 as “Pennsylvania 811 Safe Digging Month™ in Limerick Township.
Motion passed unanimously.

Approval — Waiver of the SLD Process — Spring-Ford High School Stadium Renovations: Mr.
Kerr summarized the proposal and clarified that the Township Engineer would still review the
proposal by way of a drainage permit should the Board waive the SLD process.

Motion was made by Mr. Sperring, and seconded by Mr. Neafcy, to waive the land
development process for the proposed Spring-Ford School District upgrades to the football
stadium, conditioned on the application of a drainage permit and reimbursement of all township
engineering expenses. Motion passed unanimously.

Resolution — MontCo. 2040 Implementation Grant Submission: Mr. Kerr summarized the grant
program and how the Township could use the grant monies, if awarded, to install the remaining
westerly portion of the PECO trail, which would connect the existing portion of trail by Reed
Road to Limerick Center Road.

Motion was made by Mr. Sperring, and seconded by Mr. Neafcy, to approve Resolution 2021-
10, authorizing the submission of an application to the MontCo. 2040 Implementation Grant
program in the amount of $75,000. Motion passed unanimously.

Manager’s Report:

Mr. Kerr: 1. Thanked the Giant grocery store on ridge Pike for their donation of sanitation
supplies to the Township and the Fire Department; 2. Asked the Board if they would waive the
fees associated with Linfield Station’s wall sign proposal (The Board had no objections to waive
the fees associated with the ZHB/Permitting process); 3. Updated the Bord on the safety plan
with PennDOT for the upcoming Fire Department’s parade in September.

Public Comments:

Matthew Slater (311 Game Farm RD.) & Brad Buckman expressed similar concerns regarding
State Game Lands #234 and asked the Board to not support any development proposed that
would infringe on the hunting of these lands. Mr. Kerr clarified that any development on the
Publicker site would impact the ability of hunting of the State Game Lands. but there could be an
opportunity to enhance the hunting on the other State Game Lands within Limerick Township.
He further clarified that the Master Plan includes no plans to reduce wildlife habitiat or game
lands, but a reduction of available hunting lands may occur if the private publicker property
would be developed.

Supervisor Comments:

Mr. Neafcy inquired about the Code compliance status of 40 Sunset Road. Mr. Kerr indicated
that the Code Department is currently scheduling a status inspection because they had been
making progress with the owner in cleaning up the property, but snow impeded the progress.

Ms. Shuler reminded the residents how important local elections are and urged all who are
registered, or will be eligible to register, to vote in the upcoming elections.

Adjournment: motion was made by Mr. Morroney, and seconded by Mr. McCloskey. to
adjourn the meeting at 8:30 P.M.
